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ABSTRACT
Parental involvement is a crucial issue in educational discussion in recent years. The main purpose of this study is to explore the
effect of parent background, parenting style and expectation on parental involvement of the elementary school students. Employing
parenting style and expectation as mediated variables, this study aims to analyze how background variables affecting parental
involvement. 366 elementary school students parents throughout Taiwan are selected through a stratified random select. Statistical
analysis is conducted and suggestions for further studies and related educational practices are drawn based on the findings. The
major findings are as follows 1. The parents who use “ authoritative” and “ neglect” discipline were in the majority. 2.Parents
had high expectations for their children’ s education, especially for their “ Physical and mental health” . 3.Parental involvement
aren’ tvery positive, but in the * home-based involvement” are above general degrees. 4. The parents in the
higher-socioeconomic status and higher urban area, have better parenting style. 5. The parents in the higher-socioeconomic status
and higher urban area, have better parent expectations. 6.Mother, the parents in the higher-socioeconomic status and higher urban
area, have better parental involvement. 7.More positive parenting style have better parent expectations and parental involvement.
8.The relationships among parenting style, parent expectations and parental involvement are significant positive. 9. The parent
background variables can predict parental involvement through the parenting style and parent expectations. 10.According to the
research outcomes, the researcher provides suggestions to educational authorities, parents, as well as future relative researches.
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
