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ABSTRACT
The purposes of the study were to investigate the correlations and the differences among junior high school students’ internet usage
behaviors, personal social relationships and their attitudes toward internet friendship. In addition, this study would also predict the
attitudes toward internet friendship based on the students’ personal social relationships. The participants were 546 students
randomly selected from 6 junior high schools in Chang-Hua County. The questionnaire was consisted of four parts: personal
information (gender, grader, and caregiver), the internet usage behaviors (the accessibility of home computers, using the Internet,
usage of Internet sites, motivation of using the Internet, activities of using the Internet, number of years of using Internet, and the
average online hours per day), the Personal Social Relationships Scale (22 items), and Attitudes toward Internet Friendship Scale (22
items). Tthe collected data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, t-test, Chi-square test, one-way ANOVA, Scheffe post hoc
comparison method, Pearson correlation, and multiple stepwise regression analysis. The main findings of the study are as follows:
1.The results showed significant differences in school locations, grades, genders and main care-takers among junior high school
students’ internet usage behaviors. 2.Regarding students’  attitudes toward internet friendship, there was no significant difference
on school locations, but there were significant differences in different grades, genders and main care-takers. 3.Regarding personal
social relationships, there was significant differences in school locations, grades, genders and their main care-takers. 4.0n students’
personal social relationship and their internet usage behavior, there were no significant differences in the accessibility of home
computers, internet usage, and the year(s) of using internet; however, there were significant differences in the place that they use
internet, and the time spending on using internet. 5.0n students’  attitudes toward internet friendship and their internet usage
behaviors, there were no significant differences on the accessibility of home computers and the places they use internet; however,
there were significant differences in their experience of using internet and the hours they spent on using internet every day. 6. There
were positive correlations among the “ negative parent-children relationship” of students’ personal social relationships, “ reliable
cognition” , “ social cognition” ,” safe cognition” , and “ inner consciousness” of students’ attitudes toward internet
friendship. But there were negative correlations among “ teacher-student relation” of students’ personal social relationships,
“ safe cognition” ,* inner consciousness” of students’ attitudes toward internet friendship. There were negative correlations
among total personal social relationships, “ safe cognition” , and “ inner consciousness” of students’ attitudes toward internet
friendship. 7.Personal social relationship could obviously predict the attitudes toward internet friendship. “ Negative parent-children
relationship” has the effect of positive prediction on “ reliable cognition” , “ social cognition” ” safe cognition” and“ inner
consciousness” ; while “ teacher-student relation” has negative prediction on “ safe cognition.” Some suggestions for main
caretakers, teachers, administrators of education and future researchers are offered according to the results of the study.
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
