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ABSTRACT
This study is aimed at understanding the present situation of junior high school students’ leisure activities and their deviant
behavior, analyzing how genders, family social and economic status, and parental discipline differ in managing deviant behavior.
Moreover, this study focuses on discovering the correlation among leisure activities, performance at school, interpersonal
relationship, parental discipline, and students’ deviant behavior so as to create a predictor for the variables of deviant behavior.
This study selects four junior high schools in Nantou County to be the subject and adopts questionnaire survey as the study method.
After issuing 370 questionnaires in total in the manner of stratified random sampling, this study has collected 338 valid copies,
making the response rate as high as 91%. Afterwards, this study processes the data with various statistic methods, such as descriptive
statistics, T-test, One-Way ANOVA, Pearson’ s product-moment correlation, and stepwise regression. The study results are as
follows: 1. Genders can make a difference to the extent of deviant behavior. Il. Parental discipline can make a difference to the extent
of deviant behavior. I11. Certain leisure activities are positively related to deviant behavior. IV. Students’ performance at school is
positively related to their deviant behavior. V. The relationship between teacher and student, the deviant student’ peers, the
paternal and maternal relationship with the child are positively related to the student’ s deviant behavior. VI. “ Peers,” “ exciting
deviant activity,” and*“ requirement.” can predict deviant behavior. The study results may provide as a reference for parents,
schools, relevant institutes, and future researchers. Besides, this study proposes feasible suggestions as a guidance for teenagers’
leisure activity guidance and the prevention of deviant behavior.
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
