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ABSTRACT
This study aims to investigate (i) the acceptance of the residents of Tianjhong Township in ChangHua County towards the practice
of carrying personal cutlery during outdoor dining, and to discuss (ii) the correlation between the feasibility of such practice and the
compliance of the subject residents. With the result of the findings to act as references for governmental action towards promoting
personal cutlery adoption and to raise the awareness among residents the importance towards such practice in exchange for green
environment, better personal hygiene and reduction in waste material generation.
With the method of questionnaire survey and stratified random sampling, 508 copies of the questionnaire were given out and 441
valid copies were retrieved in Tianjhong township. The findings indicate:
In terms of the (i) study on acceptance, “ evaluation of outcome” is the most highly perceived quality, whereas “ subjective norms
" is the lowest. In terms of (ii) the correlation study, the steps which is the most acclaimed is“ external control behavior” , while
action to persuade” scores the least. In the study of feasibility; feasibility, acceptance and compliance performed symmetrically.
The most difficult point towards personal cutlery is its complication. While in view of "Attitude"; women appears to have more
consciousness than men. There is no significant difference attributed by age and income segment towards acceptance and
compliances of the practice.
Education level does significantly contribute to the study’ s "External control behavior" and "Internal control behavior". Generally,
education facilitators e.g. teachers are more acceptable than other occupations. When separating the participants of the survey by
the degree of urbanization showed residents from developed areas scores better than those from the least developed areas. Residents
who had ever participated in environmental groups show better in the acceptance and the compliance. The recognition has a
positive correlation with the acceptance and the compliance.
The study recommended that the Government establishes regulations to charge fees when people use disposable tableware and
promote the benefits of personal cutlery. Educational institutions should arrange the personal cutlery course in their curriculum.
Dining entrepreneur can provide their capacity standard, so that people can understand the size of container required.
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
