3.The students prefer the forms, sizes, and colors
of the words in maps to differ according to the types in maps, such as mountains, rivers, geographic regions, nations, cities, etc.
4.The students prefer the main points of the maps that are directly illustrated in maps to the words of the descriptions that are shown
beside the maps. 5.The students prefer keywords that are easy, clear to be memorized in maps to the words of the descriptions that
are shown on the maps. 6.The students prefer to the maps with simple contents, while those maps with abounding contents would
interrupt the learning via maps.
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
