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ABSTRACT
The study aimed to explore the effect of sport involvement to academic stress and deviant behavior and the main research topic
focused on elementary school senior grade students. The participants were the students in Taichung City. Samples were chosen in
the mode of purposive sample, and there were total 458 effective samples. The data were analyzed with SPSS 12.0 for Windows and
AMOS 7.0 for Windows. The result showed that the modes matched moderately. The findings of the study were as follows: 1. Sport
involvement would nagatively affect academic stress. 2. Sport involvement would nagatively affect deviant behavior. 3. Academic
stress would positively affect deviant behavior.
The results of the study provide the students, parents, schools and
education-related units with the suggestions as the following: 1. To make students cultivate the proper interest in sports and to
develop regular exercise habits. 2. To enhance the parenting capabilities, and to guide the students toward a positive attitude. 3. To
make the proper sports planning. Finally, based on research findings, we conducted the discussion and offered further
recommendations for subsequent researches.
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
