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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this ten-week quasi-experiment research was to understand the ef-fects of Readers Theater on oral reading fluency
and English learning attitude for sixth grade students. The participants were 40 sixth grade students of an elementary school located
in central Taiwan. Participants were divided into two groups: i.e. experimental group (N=20) and control group (N=20). Two
measurements were used in this study, which included English learning attitude scale and oral reading fluency test. The pre-post test
method was used. The collected data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, ANCOVA, and t-test. The results of this research
showed that (a) the mean score of WCPM of the ex-perimental group was significantly higher than that of the control group on oral
reading fluency testd (b) the mean score of English learning attitude of the experimental group was significantly higher than that of
the control group on affecttion and behavior di-mensions (c)the mean score of WCPM of the female in experimental group was not
significantly higher than that of the male in the same group on oral reading fluency testO (d)the mean score of English learning
attitude of the female in experimental group was significantly higher than the male in the same group on affection and behavior
di-mensions. Finally, the results and the lesson plans of this research will provide suggestions for English teachers, parents, and
interested researchers.
