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ABSTRACT
The research was intended for analyzing risk evaluation and risk treatment in physical activities recognized by athletic directors who
served in elementary schools and investigating current status of risk management in physical activities held by elementary schools.
Participants of this study were athletic directors of 175 elementary schools in Changhua County, who completed questionnaires for
the survey. Data analysis included descriptive statistics and quadrantal diagram for risk evaluation. Furthermore, the researcher also
interviewed five athletic directors for risk treratment. Primary conclusions are as follows: (1). Most athletic directors’ cognitions for
probability and severity of risks or accidents occurring in physical activities concentrate on the dimension of “ Student” which
includes tumble, bruise, wrench, fracture, faint, and congenital disease. (2). The “ high-probability & high-severity” risks indicated
in the quadrantal diagram for risk probability and severity contain fracture, no inspection of security of sports equipment, defective
sports field, faint in the blazing sun and unprofessional instruction. (3) Risk treatments reflected by risk evaluation quadrant charts
indicated that the majority of treatments received are the immediate use of sports injury medical care, or going to health centers and
nearby hospitals. In addition, avoidance of risks discourages and prevents student participation of high risk sports activities and the
use of dangerous facility equipments. Also, adjustments are to be made to teaching curriculums. Transfer of risk includes insurances
for students’ safety concern and accidental injuries, and to have consent forms signed by their parents. As such, these strategies will
work together with the strategy of risk reduction.
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
