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ABSTRACT
The purposes of this study were to reveal the characterstics of demographic variables, motivation, participation, and satisfaction of
the university in amateur baseball team athletes. It tried to uncover the differences among those amateur of college baseball players'
demographic variables on participating motivation and satisfaction. Finally, correlation analysis between participating motivation
and satisfaction. The questionnaire “ Survey of the Participating, Motivation, and Satisfaction of the university or college in
amateur baseball team athletes by using sampling methods. A total of 500 copies of the questionnaire were served to amateur
baseball team athletes in all university in Taiwan. The 453 questionnaires were filled out and returned, 335 of which were valid, and
availability rate is reach 67%. The data collected were further analyzed with Independent-Sample T Test, One-way ANOVA,
Pearson Correlations, and Regression Analysis were utilized for data analysis. Within the scope of the study, it was concluded that. 1.
Significant differences between players' participation of weekly practice in, "Three days" is more remarkable than "Two days";
Significant differences between players' participation of practice time in Society and Self-actualization-,"1 hour", "3 hours", and "4
hours" are more remarkable than "2 hours". 2.The students of different ages in "physiology" satisfaction, the player who under 20 or
20-25 years old are more remarkable than 26-30 years old; The students of different years in "psychology" satisfaction, the freshmen
of graduate are more remarkable than the sophomore of graduate; The weekly practice time in "physiology" satisfaction, "Three
hours" is more remarkablethan "Five days" 3. There was significant positive correlation of Society and Self-actualization, security,
self-esteem needs level, and satisfaction of psychology, relax, physiology, Society, aesthetic level; There was significant positive
correlation of Society and Self-actualization, security, self-esteem needs level and overall satisfaction, the highest of correlation is
security, self-esteem needs level, and overall satisfaction. There was significant correlation between overall participating motivation
and overall satisfaction, which was indicated that university in amateur baseball team athletes has high participating motivation, the
satisfaction rate will get more higher. 4. The study can predict the satisfaction of effect ANOVA=55.5%) in Society
,Self-actualization, security, and self-esteem needs level; in which Society, Self-actualization, security, and self-esteem needs level in
satisfaction have positive predictive, also security and self-esteem needs level in satisfaction have higher predictive.
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
