Creative English Teaching in EFL Class for Junior High School --- A study of 8th graders
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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this eight-week quasi-experiment study was to understand the ef- fectts of Creative English Teaching in EFL Class on
learning motivation and learning anxiety of Grade 8 students. The participants were 60 Grade 8 students of a junior high school
located in central Taiwan. All participants were divided into two groups: i.e. ex-perimental groupd N=300 using Creative English
Teaching in EFL Class and control group 00 N=300 using Traditional English Teaching. The teacher, textbook, and learning
period of these two groups remained the same. The measurement was used in this study, which included English learning motivation
scale and English learning anxiety scale. The pre-post test method was used. The collected data were analyzed by descriptive
sta-tistics , ANCOVA, and t-test. The results of this study showed that[] al] the degrees of learning motivation and learning anxiety
of 2nd year students differed from these two teaching methods[] (I b1 there was a difference in English learning motivation of the
control group in pre-post test. Besides, the mean score of English learning motivation of the experimental group was significantly
higher than the control groupO O ¢ there was a difference in Englis-learning anxiety of the control group in pre-post test. Besides,
the mean score of English learning anxiety of the experimental group was significantly lower than the control groupd O dOJ Creative
English Teaching in EFL Class can significantly reduce the degree of English learning anxiety and improve the English learning
effects. Finally, the results and the quasi-experiment design of this study will provide suggestions for English teachers, parents, and
related researchers. Also, this study will make them better understand the application and effectiveness of Creative English teaching
in junior high schools.
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
