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ABSTRACT
This study aimed to investigate the influence of English learning experience and attitude on GEPT achievements, with the students
of an applied foreign languages division of a high school in Changhua as the subjects. The questionnaire survey was adopted. The
major research findings are as follows: 1. The relationships between students with different backgrounds and English learning
experience were foundto be negative. 2. The relationships between students with different backgrounds and English learning attitude
were found to be negative. 3. The influence of English learning experience on GEPT achievements was found to be positive. 4. The
influence of English learning attitude on GEPT achievements was found to be positive. The researcher suggests that early exposure
to English should be considered. The encouragement from parents is essential to develop students’ active learning attitude. In
school curriculum, the arrangement on GEPT and diversification is recommended to facilitate students’ future examinations and
applications.
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
