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ABSTRACT
IN RECENT YEARS, OUR GOVERNMENT HAS ADVOCATED GARBAGE SORTING AND RECYCLING STRONGLY
IN ORDER TO REDUCE GARBAGE AMOUNT AND TO TREASURE RESOURCES. HOWEVER, PEOPLE ARE LACK
OF RECY -CLING AND SORTING CONCEPT AND OUR GOVERNMENT RELATED POLICY IS NOT CLEAR AND
STRICT, SO THE EFFECT OF WASTE SORTING AND RECYCLING IS WEAK. ACCORDING TO THE SURVEY
FROM ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION BUREAU, THERE IS 40 TO 50 PERCENT OF DOMESTIC GENERAL WASTE
REUSABLE.ESPECIALLY, THE HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE WERE NUMEROUS AND SCATTERED,ITS RECYCLING
TASK IS THE MOST DIFFICULT TO PROCEED.FOREIGN EXPERIENCE REVEALED THAT GOVERNMENT
POLICY SHOULD INCLUDE THE INCREMENT OF RELATED SOFTWARE AND HARDWARE EQUIPMENT ,BUT
ALSO SHOULD EMPHASIZE THE WAY TO ENCOURAGE AND TEACH PEOPLE FOR GARBAGE SORTING AND
RECYCLING. ALTHOUGH THE GOVERNMENT POLICY EXPEND -ED GRADUALLY,PEOPLE DID NOT HANDLE
HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE SORTING AND RECYCLING WELL DUE TO TH -E LACK OF PROPER RECYCLING
FACILITY. THEREFORE, GOOD RECYCLING FACILITY IS VERY NECESSARY AND URGENT;IT COULD ASSIST
EVERY FAMILY TO PROCESS HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE AND RESOURCE RECYCLIN -G WELL. THIS PAPER IS
FROM THE STANDING POINTS OF METROPOLITAN LIFE STYLE TO INVESTIGATE THE GRO -UP OF
HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE AND THE SORTING METHODS, AND FURTHER ANALYZE THE NEEDS AND IDEAS OF
GARBAGE RECYCLING FACILITY FOR METROPOLITAN HOUSEHOLD. THE AUTHOR SUBMIT RECYCLING
FACI -LITY DESIGN FOR FAMILY TO IMPLEMENT THE SCHEME OF WASTE SORTING AND RECYCLING SO
THAT MAK -E VARIOUS GARBAGE RECYCLED EFFECTIVELY TO SUPPLY COMFORTABLE LIVING

NORMS AND POLICIES OF RECYCLING FACILITY FOR PRACTICAL DESIGN. BASED ON THE TEST
APPRECIATION OF PRODUCT, THE PRACTICAL DESIGN CAN BE PROVEN TO HAVE THE FEASIBILITY AND
EXACTITUDE. ACCORDING TO THE RESULT, THE DESIGN NORMS AND POLICIES CAN INCREASE
CONSUMERS FOR PRODUCT SATISFACTION AND WILLINGNESS TO USE AND PU -RCHASE THE PRODUCT.
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
