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ABSTRACT
Popularity and scale of Taiwan’ s running water system has been developed to the mature stage, which provides quality and
abundant supply of water to local residents. As such, when accident occurs, how to prevent it from being damaged or rapidly restore
its original function maintaining normal supply has become a necessity for the running water industry. By using information of major
earthquake calamity in the past and comparison of domestic and foreign anti-accident systems and anti-earthquake
countermeasures, this study explores the special property of the water supply system for the Greater Taipei Area and domestic laws
and regulations related to accidents in order to recommend measures for prevention. The objective is to set up a crisis management
system under the framework of laws and regulations related to accident prevention and rescue so as to implement various accident
prevention measures and facilitate rapid repair of water supplying piping lines after accident and resume normal supply of running
water. In addition, this study also involves study and control of potential accident to enhance the overall accident relief system and
the ability of accident supervision and management. To maintain normal operation of water supply to ensure the livelihood of the
general public, setup of anti-accident system and strengthening of emergency rescue and crisis handling ability when accident occurs
have become a must for the industry.
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
