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ABSTRACT
This research attempts to explore the effect of moral teaching, to experiment the differences in moral judgment and moral behavior
between different genders, and the relation in pretest-posttest scores in moral judgment and moral behavior. The study also attempts
to investigate whether experimental processing attains the goal of affective teaching. The methods included the pretest-posttest
equivalent group design. The research subjects were six classes of k-5 from a elementary school of Taichung County. Three classes
(103 students) were randomly selected as the test and another three classes (103 students) as the control group. The test group
received moral teaching, and the control group did not receive it. The research shows: (1) these 2 groups reached the distinct
standard in moral judgment and moral teaching, and the experimental group was superior to the control group. This proved the
effect of moral teaching. (2) Moral judgment reached the distinct standard in different genders, girls were superior to boys.
Experimental processing and gender had no interaction in moral judgment. (3) Different genders in moral behavior of charity,
daring and observing the law reached the distinct standard, girls were superior to boys; having a sense of shame and public morals
did not reach the distinct standard. Experimental processing and gender had no interaction in moral behavior. (4) The experimental
group reached the distinct standard in pretest-posttest in moral judgment and moral behavior. The control group did not reach the
distinct standard. (5) All moral teaching units reached the goal of affective teaching. Based on the findings, some suggestions could be
made for further researches.
