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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this study focused on the exploration of the relationships among extra curricular activities participations,
satisfactory level for learning, and selfconcepts for the elementary school students in Changhua County. A welldefined and structured
guestionnaire was utilized to collect survey data with purposive sampling and there were 840 valid and returned questionnaires from
the fifth and sixth grade students at elementary school in Changhua County for further statistics analysis, includind oneway
ANOVA, independent sample ttest, Chisquare test, and Pearson correlation analysis. The main findings of this research were
concluded as follow: 1.There existed significant difference on the selfconcept of the students themselves, the satisfactory level for
learning of participating extra curricular activities with genders, physical scales of school, family members, supports from parents,
and continuing participating afterschool. 2. There were significantly different on the supports from parents, continuing participating
afterschool with the participating types of extra curricular activities. 3. There existed significant difference on the selfconcept of the
students themselves with the participating types of extra curricular activities. 4. There existed significant difference on the satisfactory
level for learning of participating extra curricular activities with the participating types of extra curricular activities. 5. There were
significantly positive and linear correlation between selfconcept and the satisfactory level for learning of participating extra curricular
activities. Finally, comprehensive comparisons were concluded, and recommendations were provided for the students, parents,
school, and education administration, as well.
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
