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ABSTRACT
As the English education in Taiwan develops, the advantages of using English picture books for teaching reading has been
recognized by researchers. However, the effective English teaching lies in the cooperation of theories and real experiences. To better
understand learners’ needs and to provide English teachers with teaching experiences, the researcher conducts this action research.
The study aims to investigate the implementation and effects of the interaction of picture and article on reading comprehension of
English learning for junior high school students. This action research is a qualitative study which adopts classroom observation,
reflection journals, teachers’ journals, interviews, and questionnaires. The participants in the study are 40 first graders of junior
high school students in Municipal Hui-Wen High School. They are 23 male and 17 female students at the average age of 13 to 14.
The researcher selects three English picture books and three self-made materials of holiday teaching. The study lasts for 12 weeks
and each week contains one 50-minute instructional session. The results of the study are as follows. 1. There is a significant growth in
student’ sinterestin reading. 2. The students’ reading comprehension is improved significantly. 3. The students are more
confident to read in English significantly. 4. The students are found to have a stronger motivation in reading. 5. There is an active
interaction between the students the teacher. 6. Friendship is strengthened as the peer interacts. The pedagogical implications of the
study are: 1. The instruction of English picture books can be incorporated into reading instruction. 2. The instruction of English
picture books should be widely implemented to facilitate the reading ability of junior high school students. 3. English teachers should
be encouraged to adopt English picture books for instruction. 4. The instruction of English picture books helps learners to read
English books regularly. Based on the results of the study, the researcher offers suggestions for the administration and English
teachers in junior high school as well as for the future research to launch the project of the interaction of picture and article on
reading comprehension.
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
