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ABSTRACT
Outdoor teaching has been considered as one of the most popular learning modes, yet the real world is the best place for active
learning to take place for students. In order to activate the most and the best learning experiences, this study aims to find out the
relevant factors of how outdoor teaching can influence the learning outcomes among elementary students. The main purpose of this
study is to find out if there is any significant outcomes while the student involvement, the satisfaction with outdoor teaching, learning
outcome, and the preference of outdoor teaching. The 950 structured questionnaires were sent to the students of elementary schools
in Chung-hua area; the period started on 22nd and ended on 26th of January, 2007. Among these 950 questionnaires, 912 were
returned, 859 of those were valid for analysis. The main findings of this study concluded as followings: 1. The outdoor teaching
preference places of the students most favorite were amusement parks with mechanic equipments, thematic museums, and leisure
farms. 2. The choice of touring in a outdoor teaching were learning in a game, free touring, and multimedia animation or movies. 3.
The preference of outdoor teaching, test in a outdoor teaching, and learning outcomes were significant correlative with the
satisfaction of outdoor teaching. 4. The more graders the students were, the lower learning outcomes the students revealed.
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
