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ABSTRACT
In recent years, medical treatment service the booming development of the market makes scholar and medical treatment
organization executive for how promote medical treatment service quality and patient's satisfaction to be increasingly. However
doctors take treatment disease as specialty whether can prevent the work stress' influence to its mind and body health and then make
patient's satisfaction difference. Therefore; this is the study core subject. This study took foreign doctors in Taiwan as the study object
and inquires into the relation between foreign doctors’ work stress and work satisfaction, and inquired into work satisfaction to the
influence of patients’ satisfaction. In addition, work stress through work satisfaction whether will produce stronger patients’
satisfaction. This study obtained 166 valid samples totally. Multiple Regression Analysis is conducted to analyze the hypotheses; the
results are as follows: 1. work stress will in-fluence work satisfaction. 2. Work satisfaction is work stress and patients’ satisfaction in
lie variable. Finally, the basis is above-mentioned, put forward concrete theories and the actual situation meaning.
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
