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ABSTRACT
Studies on teenagers’ favorite colors have been conducted in 1970 and 1995. Whether teenagers’  favorite colors has changed
with times and the reasons for teenagers’ preference for colors is the main idea discussed in the study. In the methodology, the
researcher adopts color tables to investigate on teenagers’ favored colors and disliked colors. The subjects are 1408 senior high
school students. The points of the analysis of the study are as follows: 1. In teenagers’ favored color, white is the most popular
color; black is also commonly preferred. As for the color tones, the subjects tend to like the colors belonging to pale tone, vivid tone
and light tone; while dark tone is mostly disliked. Olive is the most disliked color of all colors. Black, as well as silver, ranks the top on
the lists of both favored and disliked colors. 2. Reasons for color preference: The reasons for the subjects’ preference for certain
colors are that certain colors easily remind them of purity, innocence and delight. On the other hand, certain colors are unpopular
because the make the subjects think of dirtiness, ugliness, and depression. 3. Compared with prior studies, white has been popular
with both men and women. Blue tone has been one of the Taiwanese favorite colors for years, even in 2007. The study also indicates
the rise of color black, vivid red and silver in popularity.
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
