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ABSTRACT
The issue of the elder becomes more and more important in the aging society today. The continuous to participant learning activity
has caused great impacts in life adjust-ment, adaptation and social relationship in the elders. This study is aimed to investigate the
relationship between motivation for participation, leisure benefit, personality and continuous to participation in the college elder
population in Taichung City. Data was collected by questionairs with 155 effective respondents. The analysis include descriptive
statistics, t-test, one-way analysis of variance, Pearson prod-uct-moment correlation, and multiple hierarchical regression analysis.
The results indi-cate that: 1. There are no significant differences in continuous of participation learning activity with different
backgrounds - genders, education levels, marital status, health status, living status and incomes. 2. The motivation for participation,
self-respect benefit, the benefit of friends’ com-pany, and the personality reveals significant positive correlation in continuous to
participation learning activity. 3. After controlled the personality, the sense of achievement, self/recover can still effectively predict
the continuous to participation learning activity. After the disscussion based on the findings and conclusions, this research provides
suggestions for futher researches.
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
