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ABSTRACT
The main purpose of this study is to explore the effect of parenting style, school adaptation, self-awareness on the peer relationship of
the elementary school students.
Subjects are 405 students selected from Taichung and Changhua’ s elementary schools. Peer Relationship, Parenting Style, School
Adaptation and Self-Awareness in-ventories are used in this study.
The results show that there are significant sex differences in peer relationship and school adaptation. Girl students have better peer
relationship and school adaptation than boy students. There are significant socio-economic status differences on the parenting style,
school adaptation and self-awareness, the higher socio-economic status the better parenting style, school adaptation and
self-awareness. There are significant correla-tions among parenting style, school adaptation, self-awareness and peer relationship of
the elementary school students. Teacher-student relationship, self-affirmation, self-responsibility can significantly predict elementary
students’ peer relationship.
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
