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ABSTRACT
The main objective of this research is to investigate in the relationship among serious leisure characteristic, participating motivation,
leisure constraint, and leisure satisfaction in terms of basketball participants in colleges. A number of 250 students from three
universities of UBA in Taipei County are taken as samples and they are asked to fill out a four-paged questionnaire. 222
questionnaires are collected and 208 of them are valid.
Our research shows that intrinsic motivation is the main driving force of basketball sport participation while structural constraint,
perseverance, physiological satisfaction are the key factors of leisure constraint, serious leisure characteristic, and leisure satisfaction,
respectively.
Correlation analysis indicates that intrinsic motivation and intrapersonal constrain are mostly related to perseverance while
perseverance is mostly related to psychological satisfaction. Path analysis indicates that participating motivation, leisure constrain,
and serious leisure characteristic influence leisure satisfaction in a direct or indirect way. It also shows that serious leisure
characteristic plays not only as a completely intervening variable between participating motivation and leisure satisfaction but also as
a partially intervening variable between leisure constraint and leisure satisfaction.
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
