Family Social Capital and Achievement of Junior High Students

ABSTRACT
The family social capital is a kind of manpower capital that formed by family for the education development of their next
generations. Parent can raise the children’ s aca-demic achievement through the guardian and children’s interaction.
The research is to study the relation between the academic achievements and parentage, culture influence and the relationship with
parent and teacher and friend separately. The study has adopted questionnaire investigation method to take 450 stu-dents of the
junior high school as example. They were based on SPSS12.0 statistic ver-sion to proceed with analysis. All data are analyzed by
Descriptive Statistics, Independ-ent t-Test, One-Way ANOVA, Pearson's Correlation, and Multiple Regression.
The major findings in this study were as following:
(1) There was significant in the achievement of junior high students due to sex , class-mates -related and SES.
(2) There was significant in the family social capital of junior high students due to sex , classmates -related and SES.
(3) There were significant correlations among family social capital and achievement of junior high students.
(4) There were significant prediction to the variable of achievement resulting from the family social capital. However, there were
negative affects on predicting achieve-ment due to the family social capital of junior high students.
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
