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ABSTRACT
Price fluctuation is a complex economic phenomenon that generally associated with the supply-demand trade-off relationship. When
price fluctuates, the actual individual income would change with the price, and the choice of leisure activities would also change,
especially under economic downturn. The chain effect would also influence individual participation and choice of consumptive and
non-consumptive leisure activities. This study adopted questionnaire survey to collect data from the public aged over 18 in five
counties/cities in central Taiwan at non-recreational venues. The commodities were divided into five categories according to the
consumer price index. The leisure ac-tivity behaviors were divided into three aspects. The questionnaire included six types of leisure
activities in order to understand the influences of price fluctuation and economic cycles on the public participation in leisure
activities. The results indicated that, when the price rises, people tend to decrease their fre-quency and expenses in consumptive
leisure activities. When economic boom is ex-pected, the frequency and hours spent in consumptive recreational activities are higher
than those when economic downturn is expected. Under economic downturn, people would reallocate the ratio of consumptive
leisure activity expenses, or participate in specific leisure activities only.
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
