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ABSTRACT
As the demographic structure in Taiwan changes, and the birth rate decreases, the children of new immigrants will become
important members to the future society of Taiwan, and their mental and physical developments are closely related to the future
development and competitiveness of the country. Therefore, this study aimed to understand the leisure participation and leisure
barriers of the children of new immigrants, and the effects of leisure barriers on leisure participation. The subjects were students of
elementary schools in Taichung County. A total of 12 students were interviewed concerning their leisure participation situations to
compile the leisure participation scale. The leisure barrier scale was based on the leisure barrier factors proposed by Crawford and
Godbey(1987).
This study adopted questionnaire survey, and collected 266 valid samples. The data were analyzed with SPSS 12.0 for Windows and
AMOS 7.0 for Windows. The results indicated that: (1) physical activity” ranks the highest in the leisure participation status of the
children of new immigrations, while “ social activity” ranks the lowest; “ interpersonal barrier” ranks the highest in leisure
barrier status, while “ structural barrier” ranks the lowest; (2) the leisure participation of the children of new immigrants varies with
their gender, grade level, father’ s parenting style, and mother’ s nationality; their leisure barriers vary with grade level, father’ s
parenting style, and mother’ s nationality; (3) the effect of leisure barrier of the children of new immigrants on leisure participation
has not reached statistical significance.
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
