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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to investigate the relationship between organizational communication and person-organization fit. The
sample was made up of 358 full-time enterprises employees. We analyzed the data by using hierarchical regression analysis. The
result indicates that the more organizational communication is working, the more person-organization fit is. Discussion and
suggestions for future research are provided. We hope that the findings will be valued for human resource managers.
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
