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ABSTRACT
Thanks to the characteristic of industry, most of the previous researches eliminated from the financial. Owing to the financial has

more strong than before, it need to good corporate governance.

As a result of deleting the data that can’ t be used, this research has set financial holding company in Taiwan stock exchange,
including 13 financial holding companies in 2004 and 2008 as the studying sample. Through regression analysis, we can under-stand
the Relationship between the Independent Director and Corporate Governance in the financial holding company.

The results of this study are as below

There is no significant correlation between instating independent directors and the ratio of credit behind time. There is no significant
correlation between instating inde-pendent directors and the ratio of bad debt. The ratio of the independent directors have an
insignificant relationship with the ratio of credit behind time and the ratio of bad debt. The specialization of independent directors
have an insignificant relationship with the ratio of credit behind time and the ratio of bad debt.
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
