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ABSTRACT
Due to Taiwan’ s public affair system, the fireman’ s leisure demand was neglected
while they used to expose themselves in dangerous occasion and work on duty assignment
overtime. However, they don’ t know their leisure participation and demand are
sufficient while compare with other industries. Therefore, this study is to focus on the
real condition of fireman’ s leisure participation and real leisure demand requirement.
This study is based on questionnaire survey which aims at firemen of Chunghwa
County as targeting source. The overall number of questionnaire had 450 and returned
had 430.The effective data were 426, therefore, the effective return rate reach of 9901 ).
All the returned questionnaire were executed by Statistics software SPSS 12.0.and obtained
the results by the comparison of one-way ANOVA(analysis of variance), Scheffe
as well as t-test were: (1)Majority of leisure participation is “ family” type and the majority
of leisure demand is for “ Health care” type. (2)There are significant differences
for leisure participation result from while the firemen have different

“ sex” ,” age” ,” education” ,” work experience” ,” marriage status” ,and” position” .
(3)There are significant differences for leisure demand result from while the firemen
have different” Education” ,” Marriage Status” , and” Position” . (4)rom the collected data

analysis, leisure participation and leisure demand are obviously tight together.
Based on research result, it will be good material for fire department, related government
and other researcher for reference.
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
